THE COST

The Sport’ers Club is a free of charge resource dedicated to raising money for your club.

Forward two e-mails to your members

· Another is to forward to their employers. Detailing the ways in which they can reward their staff and customers whilst at the same time putting money into your club.

WHY IT IS IMPORTANT TO SIGN UP TO www.yourbenefit.co.uk/england  
The Sport’ers Club CD-ROM which when loaded into their computer enables any English based company to create their own reward website with the front page containing their logo and welcome message created this website. 

The company then forwards their own website address (URL) to staff, customers and clients for them to take advantage of the offers on the website.

The company can then add their own promotional offer on this platform, which will be accessible to all the other sports bodies and businesses across the UK accessing the offers as a membership or staff benefit.
Please note that you can also use the www.yourbenefit.co.uk/england website as your own club’s membership benefit package, free of charge and will put an end to all those questions as to, “what do I get for my membership fee?”
HOW IT HELPS LOCAL SPORTS CLUBS
If this emulates the successful model launched this year in Wales, we would expect to generate 120,000 members by the end of 2007. 
In 2006, sponsoring a sports club was limited to promoting to say 60 members. In 2007, that club can now offer business opportunities from the combined membership of over120,000. 
For example, in Wales, up to 80,000 sportspeople and staff of 657 businesses currently access the Sport’ers Club platform. This greatly enhances the value to business in sponsoring of local sportspeople. 
The bottom line that once PR and corporate social responsibility issues are taken into consideration, the final decision is almost entirely focused on business generation.
BACKGROUND TO THE SPORT’ERS CLUB
In January 2007, as an English sports fan totally hacked off by not just the performances but by the amount effort people put into whingeing about them on countless message boards and phone ins. So, he decided to nick an idea he is working on in Wales to launch a new initiative called the England Sport’ers Club. 

Under the banner; ‘It takes a lifetime of intense effort to become a sporting hero…it takes you one minute to support the new ones’’, the England Sport’ers Club is a free on-line supporters scheme for all sportspeople and spectators based throughout the world, which takes people just one minute to sign up to. 

To register their support for England sport, people take a minute to register at www.yourbenefit.co.uk/england . 
You will notice that there are also extensive membership benefits, for which people can opt to receive monthly updates. If they do not wish to receive such e-mails, they simply tick the box, the WSA do not sell or rent e-mails lists and do not spam.

The Sport’ers Club offers the potential to local business to promote to the far greater membership of this UK wide Sport’ers Club by adding their own company and offers to this membership benefits platform.
