Laurence Birdsey, Captain of Boats at Windsor Boys’ School Boat club and fellow oarsman, Robert Jeffery, will row down the Thames from Cricklade to Teddington to raise funds for a memorial to Hugh Wigley who died in February this year aged seventeen.  Hugh won a silver medal at Gent International regatta in the same crew as Laurence last year and he rowed with Robert in many events since they started rowing together at the age of thirteen.

The journey is an arm-wrenching 217km which the lads plan to complete in just 5 days between August 9th and 13th.  

They have been helped in their endeavour by the generous loan of a boat from Canadian builder Hudson Boats whose UK representative, Donal Casey, is an old boy from the school.  The company supplies boats to the Canadian and US national squads.
